Memorandum on Applications for Faculties
for Memorial Tablets in Churches
The following guide lines are issued with the approval
of the Bishop for the assistance of Incumbents.
1.    Faculties will only be granted in the case of those
persons who have played a conspicuous part in the life of
the Parish Church over a long period or have rendered
some special service or are connected on historical
grounds with the history of the Church.
2.    Care must be taken to see that the materials,
workmanship, design, lettering and content of the
inscription are of the highest standards.
The names of living donors are not permitted save in
exceptional circumstances.
3.    It is important that their size and position should
be such as not to claim undue prominence or be in conflict.
with existing memorials.
4.    The Incumbent, before calling a meeting of the
Parochial Church Council to recommend a memorial, should
ask the Archdeacon for his views.
5.    If there is a request for a memorial which does not
come within the above guide lines, an alternative form of
memorial should be suggested, such as a gift to the Church
in the form of a furnishing or otherwise.
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
