Funding opportunity to benefit children and young people in Denbighshire  - If your organisation works with children and young people, then you may be eligible for funding through the Small Grants Fund which is available through the Denbighshire Children and Young People’s Partnership. 

To be eligible, your organisation must be working with children and young people in the areas of Upper Denbigh, Rhyl West, Rhyl South West, Meliden and Bodelwyddan and the outlying villages of Corwen and Llangollen.  The grant can be used to put on an event or perhaps you need funding for a particular project.  You won’t be able to use the money for capital build purposes, but may allow you to buy other specific resources.  Grants are available up to a maximum of £5,000 per application.   

The deadline for receipt of applications for this funding round is 4pm - Friday, 4 November 2010.

You may have heard already but we thought you would like to know at the earliest opportunity that the Listed Places of Worship Grant Scheme is to continue beyond the end of March 2011.   The bad news is that the reduced categories of eligible expenditure (repair works to clocks, pews, bells, organs or professional services) to be introduced from January 2011 will continue after March 2011. This is, of course, better than no scheme at all so we have to assume that the extensive lobbying paid off. Thank you to everyone who made their voice heard on this important subject.  Our advice remains that if parishes have repair expenditure this year they must get their claims in as soon as possible.

An announcement was made today by the Department for Culture, Media and Sport that for the remainder of the current financial year, the Listed Places of Worship Grant Scheme will be restricted to the original scope. This means that VAT will no longer be refunded on organs, bells, clocks, pews and professional fees (such as architects and quantity surveyors).
