You may be aware that this year we have started a new course in the diocese called Exploring Faith.  It is a theology course, designed to help participants learn more about their faith and how to live as Christians in the world today.  It can be used to gain University credits, from Glyndwr University.  However, this is very much optional – we are keen for people to take part in the group exploration and discussions at whatever level suits them.  
 
This year we are setting up groups in Wrexham, Holywell, Llansantffraid Ym Mechain and Colwyn Bay and there is still spaces for people to join these groups, provided they are able to attend a Seminar Day, this Saturday at St Joseph’s School, Wrexham 10.30am – 3.30am (address and directions can be found on their website http://www.st-joseph.wrexham.sch.uk/index.php?option=com_content&view=article&id=63&Itemid=74) It would be fine to turn up on the day, just make yourself known to Manon (Parry). However, Exploring Faith is more than a theology course.  At its core are these values:
 
· We are all called to learn, serve and grow.
· God calls us to a variety of ministries, in every area of life.
· Ministry is something we do together.
 
With this in mind we are offering a foundation year for parishes and deaneries that can be used as a resource for the local church(es) to consider its ministry and mission. It consists of three short modules,  designed to help the church discern the ministries and resources it needs for the future.   These group workbooks can be delivered locally and in house, and are about six or so sessions each.
 
After completing the foundation year, (which can be shorter or longer than a year!) local groups can be set up to follow the Exploring Faith course.
