Parochial Expenses of Clergy
Please note that the HMRC recommended rates and allowances for official travel changed with effect from 6 April 2011. This is the first time that the rate has increased in more than 9 years. The new approved schedule of rates is attached and can also be found at Annex 2 to the Guide for Parochial Expenses of Clergy at www.churchinwales.org.uk/resources .

You are reminded that on no account should a PCC pay expenses on the basis of fixed rate allowance paid in installments as to do so could result in a tax liability for the cleric and potentially a liability to pay employers national insurance contributions  for the PCC.
Where possible and practicable clergy are encouraged to share transport. This is not only more economical but is also in line with the Church in Wales Environment Policy.
